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Old Nampa District Neighborhood Plan

Exeautive Summary

The Old Nampa District Neighbarhood pan was garted in February of 2002.
This document presents the results of this effort to produce a ommunity-based plan.

Profile: Situated just south of the downtown of Nampa, the cre of the Old Nampa District Planning Area
isthe historicd neighbarhoodresidential district wedged between 11" Avenue S onthe eat, Fairview on
the west, 3 Street S onthe north and Roosevelt onthe south. Yale Stree/7" Street S servesto move a
respedable anourt of traffic from one of the dty’s main gatewaysto 12" Ave. S, amajor north/south
arterial. City hall andthe Nampa Civic Center are situated onthe northern boundry of the neighbarhood.
Surroundng the residential core and extending along 11" Avenue Sand 3° Stree isamix of commercial
and multifamily residential uses, including recant developments of a much larger scde than the older
buildings. The remainder of the aea onsists of ealy twentieth century craftsman style bungalow and
Victorian influence houses.

Process The challenge of caring for and revitalizing a negleded neighbarhoodwhil e fadng immediate
chall enges which threaened the desired charader of the neighbarhoodled to the development of a
neighbarhoodasciation, the Old Nampa NeighbarhoodAssciation (ONNA), in ealy 2002.This was
the first neighbarhoodassociationin Nampato seek incorporation as alegal entity. ONNA has been
working with the City to encourage the aedion d aformal processfor recognizing simil ar organizations.
The asciationformed afoundation for this planning eff ort, and a mre of community volunteeas that has
caried over into the neighbarhood pan.

ONNA formally began Phase 1 of the NeighbarhoodPlanning Processin March 2002.A survey
conduwcted by Boise State University and series of community meeings hel ped identify the isaues that
were most important to arearesidents and businesspeople. Phase Il began in May 2002with the
formation d a NeighbarhoodPlanning Committeeto develop the major elements of the plan: Land Use,
Preservation, Community Coordination and Development, Public Safety, and Transportation.

The key propasals being presented in the plan refleda the work of the planning committee These dements
are described below along with threeKey Strategies that integrate recommendations from the individual
elements.
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L and Use

The Old Nampa community seeksto dired renewal and rediscovery of this core neighbarhood wer the
next twenty yeasin ways that provide for the present and future needs of its residents.

Land Use Transitions and Building Heights: To proted the neighbarhoodfrom patential negative
impads of new development and promote growth that fitsinto its existing urban residential fabric, it is
necessry to develop strategies to sensitively ded with transitions between divergent land uses and
contrasting heights. To thisend, limited up- and dawvn-zones are proposed for further study to produce
better transitional zones. In addition, Design Guideli nes described below would encourage better
architedural treament of transiti ons between uses and heights.

Housing: The Old Nampa district promotes the preservation d existing RS designations, development of
awide range of housing types and aff ordabilit y, along with strategiesto promote home ownership and
maintenance Housing in the neighbarhoodis aff ordable. Strategiesinclude zoning strategies to promote
redevelopment and bketter enforcement of buil ding and howing codesto conform to the single family
zoning status of the neighbarhood.

Historical Significance The Old Nampa District is partially locaed onthe original townsite of Nampa
and incorporates portions of the eailiest subdvisionsin the dty, containing some grea examples of ealy
Nampa achitedure. As sich, the neighbarhood povides excdl ent examples of ealy residential
architedure in Nampa andis of historicd significance Strategiesto increase apositive profileinclude a
self-guided walking tour, “welcome padkages’ for new residents (both commercial andresidential) and
initiation d aunique event or festival. In addition, plysicd improvements, including gateway and
stredscgpe treaments, along with education for and cooperation with property owners, will be key to
preserving Old Nampa and developing its potential as a historic district.

Urban Design

Old Nampa propaoses a series of physicd improvements and guideli nes for future development to enhance
the gppeaance and vitality of the neighbarhood.

Neighborhood Identity: Improving Old Nampa' s identity as both aresidential neighbarhoodand a
businessdistrict could be accomplished through signature stredscgpe treaments onits primary arterials
and gateway treadments at the major entrances to the neighbarhood. Establi shment of an Old Nampa
design committeewould devel op these signature treagments. In addition, encouraging locd businesses to
identify themselves as part of the Old Nampa neighbarhoodand dficia recognition by the City of Nampa
and adogion d an citywide neighbarhoodassociation recogniti on strategy would help promote Old
Nampa' s identity.

Pedestrian Environment: Improvements to Old Nampa's pedestrian environment will make the
neighbarhoodsafer and more pleasant for all. Recommendations include improved lighting and curb
bulbs to extend the sidewalks into the intersedions to shorten crosgng distances and creae room for
landscgping and stree furniture and the aldition d small public spaces. The aldition d bicycle laneson
seled stredswould also enhancethe neighbarhood.
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Community Gathering Spaces. Providing better places for community gatherings — including both open
spaces and reighbarhoodmeding places - is an important part of making Old Nampa abetter
neighbarhood.Currently there is ailmost no pubi c open spacein the neighbarhood. The only pubdic
spaces are located at City Hall and the Civic Center, which, while eab servesits purpose quite well, are
neither well -suited to casual pubic gathering or play. GraceEpiscopal Church serves asahubfor the
locd community and opensits doarsto severa community groups. Several strategies for creaing yea-
roundmeding places for community groups and reaeaional use ae dso proposed.

Design Guidelines: Old Nampa propaoses drafting and adopting provisionsin the dty's comprehensive
plan that would encourage development and redevel opment that would be more congruent with the
historic residential charader of the neighbarhood.Guideli nes focus on encouraging better transitions
between commercia andresidential zones, facale design, sign design, lighting, pedestrian arientation,
and parking lot design and landscaping. All facaswill be subjed to design review.

Transportation

This plan presents alternative recommendations to cadming the aterials that impaa Old Nampa,
suggestions for deding with pedestrian/automobil e interadion, and methods for controlli ng traffic a the
unregulated intersedions in the neighbarhood.

Arterial Traffic: The neighbarhoodis dominated by the impads of automobil e traffic on Yale/7" Street
S, 11" Avenue S, and 7" Avenue S. The speed and volume of the traffic pase amajor chall enge to
maintaining and enhancing the small -town charader of the neighbahood. Threemain alternatives for
cdming arterial traffic on 11" Avenue S, 4" Street Sand 7" Street S/Yae ae proposed: 1) beautificaion
of the pedestrian routes; 2) enforcement of existing speed limits; and 3 secondary or alternative routes.
With the first two approaches, curb bubs and stred trees would help slow traffic. Likewise, signage and
signali zation improvements are necessary and shoud beimplemented. The encouragement of alternate
routes for the expedient travel of heavy traffic shoud also be enaded.

Parking: Parking tendto focus around pooly planned or ill egall y implemented multi -family dwelli ngs
and commercial uses. Proper planning and zoning will gredly reducethe parking problemsin the
neighbarhood.

Community Safety and Livability

Several community safety and livabilit y issues were raised through the planning processand strategies for
addressng them are outli ned:

Promoting aHealthy Environment: Strategiesto ded with deteriorating residential hedth include
establi shing a NeighbahoodOmbudsman to help resolve neighbarhoodconflicts and ded with City
departments and dficials on code violations and aher safety and livability issues. Work isalso being
dore & GraceEpiscopal Church to form a community nursing program with Northwest Nazarene
University and Boise State University.

Community development: The neighbarhoodcurrently ladks a sense of community. Several strategies
have been suggested for addressng thisisdale and increasing the sense of vitality in the neighbarhood.
Suggestions include working with the dty to promote the neighbarhood,formation o communications
and reaedion committees within ONNA, a community tutoring and mentoring program and curbside
regycling.
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Community Policing and Safety: Effortsto strengthen and extend the neighbarhoodwatch programin
Old Nampa oould bereinforced by encouraging the establi shment of a community palicing officer and
volunteea palicing with astronger padlice presencein Old Nampa. Increased participationin the
NeighbarhoodWatch program could also lead to an increase in neighbarhoodsafety. Improved lighting
onstreds and alleys would benefit the neighbahood. Schods for neighbarhoodchildren are located
outside of the boundiries of the neighbarhood bu within walking distance. However, the routes cross
busy streds and pae safety hazards. Options to increase walking safety to schod need to be explored.

Key Strategies

Many of the recommendations for the plan elements listed above aeintegrated into three ‘Key
Strategies’ for implementation. These Key Strategies group related recommendations from the diff erent
elements aroundthematic concepts. These ancepts provide the basis for integrated implementation o
many of the plan’'s recommendations.

Old Nampa's Residential History

One of the most eff edtive ways to strengthen Old Nampa's identity, reinforceitsrole & aneighbarhood
residential district and set the stage for its future role a ahistoric center will beto developthe
neighbarhoodin a manner that provides sveral of the key elements desired for the community including:
multi ple small pubic spaces, appropriate zoning and considerationin commercial impaa zones, and
establi shment of a dty Architedural Review Board.

Old Nampa’'sKey Streets

Anintegrated series of traffic, streescgpe and land wse improvements for Old Nampa's key arterials —
11" Avenue S, 7" Stree S, Yale Stred, and 4" Street S — could improve the gpeaance of the entire
neighbarhood,and the safety and comfort of these streds.

Old Nampa: Revitalized

Revitali zation strategies are designed to achieve the vision Old Nampa has devel oped for a neighbarhood
with avibrant single-family residential core, well-designed transiti ons to adjacent multifamily housing
that compli ments the neighbarhoodcharader, and acceptabl e transiti ons to commercial regions. Ensuring
ahigh standard of development is akey to preserving and enhancing Old Nampa's charader and quality
of life.
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1. Introduction

A. Background and Purpose

Growth Management and Neighborhood Planning

In the spring of 2001the City of Nampa began the processof preparing to revise the dty's comprehensive
plan to plan for future development. The dty held a series of focus groups and community medingsin
order to solicit citizen participationin the planning process At the height of the cmmmunity medings
residents of the Old Nampa district, drawn together by common concerns, dedded to organize to discuss
the future of their neighbarhood.

After a series of neighbarhoodmedings it was dedded that it would be best to organize & a
neighbarhoodand begin to participate adively in shaping the future of the neighbarhood. Sincethat time,
representatives from the neighbarhood Fave met with city leaders and businesslealers, conducted a
neighbarhoodsurvey and addressed resident concerns. Old Nampa dso began developing a
neighborhood pan for inclusionin the aty's revised Comprehensive Plan and Zoning Ordinance

Neighborhood Profile and History

Profile: The Old Nampa NeighbarhoodDistrict is one of the oldest and most historicaly congruous
extant districtsin Nampatoday. Revolving around ore of Nampas first subdvisions, Hartmann's
Addition, the Old Nampa NeighbarhoodDistrict is awonderful example of Nampa's ealy twentieth
century history, and its dedine andrise sincethen. Single-family housing built between 1905and 1940
demonstrate the eanergence of the midde-classand the dl-American dream of owning a home that

prevail ed throughou the nation in the first half of the twentieth century. Settled predominantly onagrid
pattern with sidewalks and standardized | ot sizes, the Old Nampa NeighbarhoodDistrict is reminiscent of
aby-gone aaprior to the influence and interdependence of the auitomobil e.

In the past two decales, Nampa has grown and developed as an industrial center in the Treasure Valley,
and a bedroom community for neighbaring Boise. As sich, modern subdvisions have sprung up all
aroundthe outskirts of the dty changing traffic patterns and community needs. The Old Nampa
NeighbarhoodDistrict has in some ways fall en victim to that growth. It isbordered onthe eat and nath
by large aitomobil e-oriented commercial zones, 12" Avenue S. and 3° Stree S, andit is biseaed by a
major arterial, 7" Streg S. and Yale Stred, di reding traffic from the interstate north o town to the new
subdvisions uth of town.

Asisthe cae with most older neighbarhoods that are biseaed by major arterials, the Old Nampa
NeighbarhoodDistrict started to dedine in charader. Properties were negleded, property values
remained stagnant, crime rates increased. The sense of community establi shed in the first half of the
century started to dsappea.

In recent yeas, the Old Nampa NeighbarhoodDistrict has begun to experience arebirth. Familiesin
seach of old-fashioned neighbarhoods are buying property, restoring and renovating the old hames, and
establi shing neighbarhoodlinks. Old and young live next to ead ather. New residents and establi shed
residents are neighbars.

With thisrevival, the Old Nampa NeighbarhoodDistrict is faceal with the dilemma of merging the
renewed sense of neighbarhood d the ealy twentieth century with the traffic and commercial demands of
a dty expanding to the outskirtsin the late twentieth century.
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| Business There ae gproximately 25 bisinesses in the Old Nampa neighbarhood.

Commercial development occurs along most of 3 Street S, Yale Stred, and 11" Avenue S. The business
strip on 3 Stree Sis charaderized by mostly small, sole-proprietor retail businesses. A few businesses
arein the neighbarhood. A drug store, agrocery store and professonal offices are located on 11" Avenue
Sand cary over to the busy business srip on 12" Avenue S.

| Housing: There ae gproximately 800 howing unitsin the neighbarhood.Most, approximately 700, are
single-family homes. There ae gpproximately 100 multifamily housing unitsin the neighbarhood,
including dugexes and apartments. Some of these ae foundamidst single-family homes, othersin or
adjacent to the coommercial zone. Homes are generally modest in charader. One thing that stands out is
the diversity of the housing types and their architedural styles. Pricesin the aea ae generaly at or below
market average, in large part because of the high avail ability of new homesin suburbs which require littl e
owner swea equity investment, with single family homes ranging from $50,000to $130,000.

| Popuation: The neighbarhoodspans 3 census trads and daes not entirely encompassany. Therefore
determining the popuation d the neighbarhoodis problematic. Approximately 3,000 people residein the
neighbarhood.

| Reaeation: Reaeaional resourcesin Old Nampa ae extremely limited. There ae no parks within or
adjacent to the neighbarhood.

| Relationship to Suroundng Areas.. The Old Nampa neighbarhoodis bordered bytwo of the dty's
busiest stripsin 12" Avenue Sand 3° Streg S. The downtown district is located just northeast of Old
Nampa, within 3 Hocks of the northeastern boundary at 11" Avenue Sand 4" Stree S. To the west are
residential neighbarhoods, subdivisions, West Midde Schod and Park. To the south are residential
neighbarhoods, abusiness $rip and Nampa High Schod.

History.
I. Of the Neighbahood The Old Nampa NeighbahoodDistrict encompasses one of the oldest
subdvisions of Nampa, Hartmann's Addition.

II. Of the NeighbahoodOrgarnization: The first neighbarhood aganizationwas formed in 2001 ,and
was named the Old Nampa NeighbahoodAssociationin hona of the district's historic status. Residents
of the neighbarhoodfirst met at a planning meding to address ®me spat-rezoni n%thm was being
reviewed by the City of Nampain resporse to aresidentiall y-zoned property on 7" Street S. 70+ people
showed upto that meding, and it was determined that many of the residents of the neighborhoodshared
the same @ncerns, frustrations and future visions for the neighbarhood. Sinceits formation, the
Association establi shed boundyries and then contraded with Boise State University to survey the
residents of the District to assess $rengths, wesknesses, assts and threds. (SeeAppendix iv). From that
survey, the Assciation conducted several neighbarhood panning meeings and constructed a
neighbarhood pan to be included in the City of Nampa's comprehensive planning process
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B. Process

Previous Planning

The Old Nampa District NeighbarhoodPlan is the neighbarhoods first neighbarhood panning eff ort.
The plan stems from a need to integrate the unique strengths and reeds of this neighbarhoodinto the
city's revised comprehensive plan. Previous planning occurred at the atywide level and largely

negleded to addressthe needls of the Old NampaDistrict.

Neighborhood Planning Officeand Old Nampa

Theformation d a NeighbarhoodPlanning Officeis crucial to the @mntinued growth of the dty of
Nampa. The officewould coordinate with the dty and various neighbarhood aganizations as they
develop and assst them throughou their lifecycles.

Neighborhood Plan
The neighbarhood panning grougs fi rst organizational meding was in February 2002,and the Old
Nampa District Neighbarhood panning groupformally began its neighbarhood panning effort in April
2002.The Old Nampa planning group poduced its own flyers, web page, and pressreleases to complete
outread efforts.
H|gh|| ghts of this processincluded:

In September 2001, residents of the Old Nampa district held first organizational meding.

In February of 2002, reighbarhoodsurvey committeeformed.

In April 2002, reighbarhoodsurvey conduwcted and compiled. The survey return rate was just

under 20%.

Neighbarhood panning medings began in May 2002.

Neighbarhood pan drafted in August of 2002.

The following are the Misgon and Vision Statement produced by the Old Nampa planning committee &
a ompassfor the planning process It has been endarsed by the ONNA board of diredors and ratified by
the Old Nampa Neighbarhood Association membership.

Il .PlanElements

A. Land Use and Community Development

Thisplanisabou the Old Nampa neighbarhoodand haw it will shape its growth during the next
twenty yeas. This edion describes land use strategies for direding future growth and the
emnamic development strategies.

Vision:

Old Nampais an attradive and dverse community. New developments are to be designed to augment the
neighbarhoods geda small building charader and to augment and strengthen a vibrant Mixed Use
Residential Neighbarhood dstrict.

Existing Conditions:
Existing land usesin Old Nampa ae dharaderized by the foll owing:

The majority of professonal and retail use ae located along 3™ Street Sand Yale Stred. These ae dso the
areas with the highest intensity BC and RMH zoning, respedively.

The re of the neighborhood remains largely single family residential with a mix of multi-family
residential developments and neighborhood husinesses.

L and use transitions and building heights

Goal:
The goal of the Old Nampa neighbarhoodisto maintain its sngle-family architedural charader and
scae. New construction shoud resped and reflea these qualiti es.

Issues:

There ae several areas in the district where BusinessCommercia (BC) zoning, with either no bulding
height restriction a 65-foot height limits, diredly abuts sngle-family or low-density multifamily
zoning with 30foat height limits.
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Remmmendations
- Design Guidelines. Develop reighbarhoodbased design guidelines that provide standards for
new development.
Overlay Zoning. To provide stronger protedionfor residential uses adjacent to commercial zones,
overlay zoning to require the transiti ons detail ed in the design guidelines droud be studied duing
areaplanning, or ealier if it is delayed.

Housing
Goals:
1. Proted and preserve the neighbarhoods sngle-family charader.
2. Developarange of strategiesto help encourage housing oppatuniti es for awide range of
residents.
3. Suppat the adoption d Old Nampa Design Guidelines where loca design review can be used to
encourage housing that is consistent with the neighbarhoods existing architedural charader.
4. Increase avarenessof the neal for housing maintenance (for both owvner and norowner-occupied
units) to improve neighbarhoodappeaance and image.

Vision:

The Old Nampa neighbarhoodwishes to maintain the wide range of housing and family types needed to
suppat an ededic and dverse neighbarhood.The ommmunity's wish isto have existing housing,
particularly single-family homes, retained as well-maintained, owvner-occupant howsing. The
neighbarhoodal so wishes to encourage extended famili es and famili es with chil dren to live here by
providing housing with ample open spacefor play.

Issues:
Old Nampa aurrently has arange of housing oppatuniti es, from larger older homes divided into
apartments catering to NNU studentsto high-quality single family homes. There is a strong neighbarhood
desireto retain and enhanceits existing single-family area New housing presents aunique challenge to
the neighbarhood de to current zoning and land wse. Redevelopment would require the demolition a
removal of current structures. The housing issues fadng Old Nampainclude:
- Type and Integration d New Housing
Thereis considerable interest in architedurally integrating new housing constructioninto the
neighbarhoodif introduced.

Maintenance

Housing condti on and maintenance of the existing housing stock in Old Nampa ae major

concerns. These wncernsinclude:

0 The speaulative purchase of existing single-family housing for rental purposes, with the
ensuing ladk of neighbarhoodcommitment charaderistic of non-owner, transient residents.

0 The gpeaanceof unmaintained, Highted howsing anditsimpad on the neighbarhoods
image.

Remommendations:
Code Enforcement. Suppat enforcement of buil ding and howsing code requirements to identify
violations and kring them into compliance Encourage axd arganize renters andlocd residents to
identify and monitor the upgrading of poaly maintained properties.
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Working with Landords and Owners. Devel op strategies to work with land ords and absentee
ownersto promote the voluntary upkeep o locd properties. Work with landowvners and locd
community groups to institute aneighbarhoodwide voluntary maintenance plan.

Home Ownership and Maintenance Program. Develop a program to suppat home ownership and
maintenance This program could help seniors remain in their homes longer, and encourage better
maintenance by others.

Redevel opment. Promote strategies to encourage restoration a redevelopment in acard with
establi shed design guidelines.

Commercial

Goadls:
1. Proted and preserve the neighbarhoods sngle-family charader.
2. Encourage the development of a design review board within city government.
3. Work with businessowners of businesses within the impad zone of the Old Nampa
Neighbarhoodto encourage mutuall y beneficial businesspradices.

Vision:

The Residential Transition Zones shoud preserve the charader of the Old Nampa NeighbarhoodDistrict
respeding the residential housing type and mix, the residential |andscgping, and ambient environment
provided by Nampa©s oldest residential neighbarhood,whil st at the same dl owing for appropriate
commercial development which will provide a @nneding link between Nampa©s main commercial
arterials and the Old Nampa NeighbarhoodDistrict.

Issues:

The Old Nampa Neighbarhoodis impaded onthe north and the eat by commercia strips. Design
guidelines are neaded for commercia development that impads the Old Nampa Neighbarhoodand its
historic residential charader. Commercial development and redevelopment within the boundiries and the
impad zone of the neighbarhood p@e dall enges to the historic identity of the neighbarhood.

Remmmendations:

A set of design guidelines shoud be establi shed that recognize and suppat the older charader and scde
of the Old Nampa NeighbarhoodDistrict. Existing structures shoud be rehabilit ated in such a manner
that a19209s atmosphere isretained. New construction shoudeproduce that same 192Gs residential
architecture and scde.

1)) Height, Lot and Setbadk requirements shoud be mmpatible with the adjacet neighbarhood.

2.) Parking and traffic shoud be miti gated so as not to negatively impad adjacent residences. Parking
areas foud provide abuffer wall to reducenoise levels to adjacent residences.

3.) Fixed signage and temporary signage guidelines houd reflea home businessguide lines for the
residential neighbarhood,and shoud be standard for the neighbarhood.

4)) Outdoar lighting shoud na be dlowed to impad negatively adjacent residences.
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5.) Trash colledionand/or delivery areas shoud be screened from view and located where the noise and
oda asociated with them will not impad negatively uponadjacent residences.

6.) Landscaping shoud reflea the residential |andscgping of the neighbarhoodand shoud provide a
buffer zone to the aljacent residences.

7.) Zone changes and stred vacdions dore for the purpose of acoommodating larger buil dings and
parking lots shoud be discouraged. Development shoud na adversely threaen the charader of the
neighbarhood.

Promotion and Marketing Recommendations:
Severa projeds have been identified that could enhancethe neighbarhoodand market its image.

These include:
- Signature Event or Festival. Events sich as a Christmas Light Show and summer block parties
and atour of homes could be successul models for promoting the aea
Sdlf-Guided Walking Tour. Consistent with the goals of the mmmunity to promote and improve
the pedestrian charader of the neighbarhood,awalking tour and promational map represent an
oppatunity to inform visitors to the significance of the neighbarhood. The map and tour would
provide historicd information and aher points of interest.

“Welcome” Padkages for New Businesses and Residents. In an eff ort to help integrate newcomers
into the aea awelcome padkage describing the locd community and its promotional adivities
shoud be distributed to all new residents (commercial and residential).

Placeldentity. The Nampa Chamber of Commerce shoud begin a program to encourage locd
businesses to identify themselves as part of the Old Nampa neighbarhood. The Courty, the City,
locd agencies and the State shoud be encouraged to identify neighbarhoodfadliti esas“Old
Nampa,” on maps, schedules and aher materials.

Physcal I mprovement and Planning Recommendations:
Gateway & Stredscgoe Treadments. Old Nampa's identity could be strengthened by signature
gateway treaments at the major entrances to the neighbarhood. These gateways could include
surfacetreaments-such as curb bubs, stred trees, spedal paving, decorative lighting, artwork,
and signage or structures ganning the streds: like an archway. The entranceto Old Nampa &
Yale amuld make use of existing traffic islands. Likewise, streescgpe treaments on the key
commercial stregswill promote Old Nampa's identity and improve the district's appeaance

B. Urban Design

Improving the charader of the Old Nampa neighbarhoodthrough a aordinated urban design program of
physicd improvements and guidelines for future development is an important comporent of this plan.
This dionincludes a description d the neighbarhoods urban design isaues, problems, and
improvement recommendations.
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Vision:
Old Nampa is an aestheticdly pleasing community with attradive stredscepes, interesting storefronts,
comfortable residences, and flourishing parks.

Existing Conditions.

The urban context of Old Nampa s heavily impaded by traffic, including the busy arterials through and
aroundthe neighbarhood.The solid residential coreis surrounced by mixed commercial and multi family
development.

Seeill ustration 2.1for path of arterial traffic through the Old Nampa neighbarhood.

Within the residential core the neighbarhoodis charaderized by older single-family homes, typicdly ina
craftsman burgalow style. Severa ingtitutions, City Hall, the Civic Center, GraceEpiscopal Church, and
the Church o Christ, provide landmarks and complete the fabric of the neighbarhood.

Open spaceis almost nonexistent. Where open spaceis avail able it is not puldic space adistherefore
inaccesghle. Seeill ustration 2.1. Note the lack of open space There ae noidentifiable parks.

The neighbarhood pan seeks to identify oppatunities for physicd improvements that will enhancethe
aredsimage and livability. In this process four aress gand ou. These ae: neighbarhoodidentity, the
pedestrian environment, community gathering spaces, and design guidelines.

Neighborhood I dentity

God:

Improve Old Nampa's identity as a historic residential neighbarhoodlocated in close proximity to the
city's historic downtown dstrict.

Issue:
While Old Nampa is along-established neighbarhood,thereisalad of neighbarhoodidentity.

Reammmendations:

Stredscape Treaments. The sense of identity for the Old Nampa neighbarhoodcould be
accentuated by 2signature®stred treaments and signage that would intensify toward the
neighbahoodgateways. These muld include sidewalks extending to the aurbs, stred trees with
grates, and improved pedestrian lighting. The Nampa Blvd stregscape shoud be extended
south onYale and East on 7" Street South to the 11" Avenue South intersedtion.

Gateway Fedures. Gateway feaures described in the Residential Core sedion (pages 4 and 19
would also help reinforcethe identity of the neighbarhoodas awhade and heighten the visibility
of the neighbarhood.

Public Art. Public at installationsin neighbarhood rks, as part of streescgoe and gateway
fedures, and as a key element in major capital improvements, will play an important rolein
strengthening the neighbarhoodidentity.

Fundng for pulic at shoud include, but not be limited to, 1% for Arts st-asides for al pullic
improvements. Establi shment of an Old Nampa Arts Courril i n asociation with the Nampa Art
Guild will be akey to promoting and coordinating puldic atsinitiatives in the neighbarhood.

Pedestrian Environment

Goadl:

Improve the pedestrian environment along Old Nampa's greds, working with the City of Nampato
identify target areas of improvement.

Issues:

Improvement to the neighbarhoods pedestrian environment is a high priority. Strategies for pedestrian
improvements are divided among arterials and locd traffic streds. A key comporent to the
successof these strategiesis areductionin speed along the neighbarhoods major arterials and
locd streds.
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Remmmendations:
Continuation o the Nampa Boulevard streetscape south onYale and east on 7" Stree South to

the 11 Avenue South.

Curb Bulbs. Constructing curb bubs, which extend the sidewalk into the stred at intersedions
will enhancethe pedestrian environment in several ways:

They improve pedestrian conveniencein the retail areaby making it easier for businessarea
shoppers-espedally children, seniors, and the handicapped-to crossbusy streds.

They crede potential spacefor landscaping and stred furniture, which can be an important
element in improving the aeds visual image.

They reducethe visual width of the street and help slow traffic.

Improved Crosswalks. Providing spedal crosswvalk treaments, li ke textured concrete or unit-
paver crossvalks, will help define the residential area's pedestrian damain. The purpose
of thisrecommendationisto help slow traffic onarteria conredions by giving drivers
visua signalsthat the residential coreis apedestrian priority area

Handicap accesscurb cut ramps that mee current code will make sidewalk use eaier and safer
for the disabled and young in the neighbarhood.
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Residential Pedestrian Environment. Most streds, even the main arterials, are primarily
residential in nature, except for some commercial uses at the north end o Yale Stred, on 11
Avenue S, and onstreds that approach 3¢ Stred S. A stree crosssedion with sidewalks
separated from the stred by a continuots planting strip and stred trees would reinforcethe
residential nature of the ateria streds.

The alditi on of bicycle lanes onthe main arterials (7" Street S, Yale Street, 11" Avenue S, 7"
Avenue S) would allow bicycles and cars to share the roadway more cwmfortably. Additional
planting of stred treesin the eisting planting strips (where avail able) and m private property
behind the sidewalk (with cooperation d the property owners) would enhancethe streds as
residential pedestrian streds. Thiswould also balancethe visual appeaance of the neighbarhood
streds as large, aged trees have been severely pruned o removed over time in some aeas of the
neighbarhood,whilein ather areas trees have flourished.

Encourage Landscaping

Community Gathering Spaces

Godls:

Provide better places for community gatherings, including both open spaces and reighbahoodmeding
places.

Issues:

The neighbarhood tas only one mnsistently avail able or dedicaed indoa location and limited open
spaces in which to hdd community medings and events. Thereis aneel to crede parks and open spaces
that are accedhleto locd residents. Public spaceis limited to the City Hall/ Civic Center complex.
There ae no parks within the Old Nampa district.
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Recmmmendations:
Parks
- The dty shoud aqquire land within the boundiries of the Old Nampa district for the purpose
of creaing small neighbarhood farks or open spacefor a ommunity garden or other pullic
use determined by the neighbarhood.

A minimum of four small parksis neaded within the neighbarhood. One of the parks soud
be located nea City Hall (region A); two in the central core, narth and south of 7" Street S
(regions B and C); and ore shoud be located south of 7" Street S and west of 7" Avenue S
(regionD). (Tot Lots& pocket parks) Seelllustration 2.4
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Lot sizesas gnall as 50x50 would serve adequately with corred design and amenities. A
large park is bath impradicd and inappropriate for the neighbarhood.
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Play equipment, benches and small temporary shelter at ead locaion.
One site dedicaed as a Play Areawith sufficient play equipment.
Parks and day areas designed by neighbarhoodchildren and adults.
Historic information daques at ead park.

NeighbahoodCenter/Meding Placgs).

Thereisaned for yea-roundmeding places for community groups. The immediate need for a
meding spaceis currently met as GraceEpiscopal Church, as part of community outread,
gradously allows ONNA to med inits parish hall. In the long run, dfice, display and storage
spacefor community organizations, basic food preparation fadliti es, and fadliti es suitable for
community arts exhibiti ons, workshops and performances would be desirable. Some patential
strategies for meding this need include:

A community meding room could be incorporated into the Civic Center or the old Rite Aid
building.

A pulic meding place ould be developed in an unwsed commercial building (For example,
the old Rite-Aid bulding).

Design Guidelines
Goal:
Encourage new development that complements Old Nampa's charader.

Issues:

The neighbarhood panning processcreaes an oppatunity to develop design guidelines to better proted
Old Nampa's charader and moderate the impad of new development. These will supdement the existing
city-wide design guidelines and be tail ored to spedfic condtions and concernsin Old Nampa.

Recmmmendations:
ONNA's plan recommends the devel opment and adoption d design guidelines creaed in collaboration
with the City of Nampa. The following guidelines are imperative:

Lower Threshalds. We propase to reducethe size of projeds required to go through the
design review processto include dl | ow rise developments of more than threeunits and all
commercial developments of more than 2500square fed. Some of the key isaues to address
through design guidelines:
Transition Zones. Encourage BC developments to step down where they abut residential
zones with lower buil ding heights.

Facale Upgrades. Establi sh additi onal standards for developing varied, pedestrian
friendy stred facalesto avoid bank facales, and encourage upper level setbadkson
stredfront facales to make new developments fit better with existing buil dings and all ow
more light and sunto read the stred.
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C. Transportation

Arterial Traffic

Goal:
To partner with the City to ensure that cars, busses, and aher motor vehicles coming to and through the
neighbarhoodshare the road with those traveling on ke andfoat.

Issues:

The Old Nampa neighbarhoodis sgnificantly impaaed by traffic onits arterial streds. Thistraffic
divides the neighbarhood,reducesits sfety and attradivenessfor pedestrians, and makesit difficult for
customersto read locd businesses. (SeeAppendix 2 for the full existing condtions analysis.)

Remmmendations:

There ae anumber of ways to mitigate traffic impads. Signage, signal timing, and enforcement are first
steps. Lowering the speed limit isalso aposdble solution. Curb bubs can be used bah to reducethe
visual width of the stred andto slow traffic. Likewise, utili zing planting strips and stred trees would aid
to further abate traffic.

Spedad Limit Signs. Vehicular travel speals through the Old Nampa neighbarhoodare excessve
and ursafe. Further study isrequired to determine the exad speeds being exeauted onthe
arterialsin the neighbarhood. Yale Stred and 7" Street South are of particular concern as this
route isthe major arterial biseding the neighbarhood.

Road sighage and flow control. The Old Nampa Neighbarhoodis home to unique stred paths
androad patterns. Often this uniquenesscreaes threeway intersedions, urexpeded dead ends,
or sudden and abrupt path changes. The threeway intersedtionat Yale/7" St. & and High St. is
an excdlent example of the nead for a change in road signage and traffic flow control measures.
A threeway stop intersedionis envisioned for this confluence. Such adionwould assst with
motor vehicle acedent control, speed control and general traffic aéatement. It would also aid in
traffic cdming on Greenled, which is frequently used as athoroughfare to Lonestar. Seepictures
in Appendix vii.

Crossvalksand Curb Bulbs. Pedestrian crossngs shoud be improved along the aterials
throughou the planning area Handicgp accesscurb cut ramps shoud be mnstructed at ead
corner. Curb bubsreduce aossng distances for pedestrians and make pedestrians more visible
to motorists at intersedions. They also help to reducetraffic speals (not cgpaaty) by- visually
narrowing the stred. Curb bulbs are being propased throughou the neighbarhoods arterial
streds where they can be built withou reducing required cgpadty. The foll owing intersedions
are propased for first priority crossvalk and curb bub improvements. SeeFigure 2.5

Along 7" Avenue S proceading north from 7" Stree S.

Along 7" St. S continuing along Yale Stree.
Along 11" Avenue S.
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Street Treesand Wider Sidewalks. In residential areas there shoud be 5-6 fed of walking width and 5
6 fed of planting strip width. Currently the sidewalks are gpproximately 4 fed wide.

In addition, the install ation d curb bubswould provide more room for landscgping or urban design
fedures, andinstalli ng treegrates would expand wseable walking space aoundtrees. Landscgping shoud
be designed to maintain visibility and sight distance d intersedions, driveways, and aher criticd aress
along the stred system. Sincemost property is residential a program to encourage treeplanting behind
the sidewalk could be succesgul.
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Parking

Goal:
A neighbarhoodthat is accessble to visiting friends and family, to commercial areapatrons, and to those
who enjoy the aeds parks and publi c spaces.

Issues:

Existing parking in the Old Nampa neighbarhoodis provided bah on pullic on-stred space awell as
pubic and private off-stred lots. There ae no parking restrictions based ontime of day or week.
However, general guidelines prevail through City Codes concerning the parking of trail ers, fifth wheds
and vehicles that are inoperative.

Currently, there ae regular instances involving vehicles that are improperly parked on pullic stredsin
Old Nampa.

Remmmendations:
Code a@ucaion and enforcement are essential to abating the parking isaues that affed the neighbarhood.

D. Community Safety and Livability

Vision:

Community commitment, looking out for one ancther, and a strong block-watch system will help kegp
residential and commercial districts sfe.

Issues:

During the murse of the planning process a number of pulic safety problems have been dscussed. They

include:
- Landlords whofail to adequately maintain and monitor their properties, and the need for better

code enforcement at these properties.

Drug traffic and aher related problemsin avariety of neighbarhoodlocaions, bu primarily in

rental properties.

Perceived gang adivity in the form of shoatings and territory tagging.

Lad of lighting in the neighbarhoodlends to ursafe aess.

Remmmendations:

- Promoting aHealthy Environment. Creae aneighbarhoodOmbudsman. This person would
serve & the neighbahoodmemory and pu together the mde violation and pulbli c safety
complaints from individuals. Work with the City to make inpu from the Ombudsman something
the City works on eff edively by orchestrating the gppropriate ajencies.

Develop and implement a 2dean streds® program, including installi ng and maintaining trash

receptades aroundthe neighbarhoodat strategic locaions. Businessdumpsters on pubic sidewalks need
to berelocaed. The anti-graffiti program needs to continue and evolve (espedally the paint-it-out plan).
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Community Policing. Old Nampa suppats the neighbarhoodwatch system and wants to work with
Nampa Poli ce Department in efforts to reduce aime. The neighbarhoodwould like to have a @mmunity
pdliceofficer asdgned to the aea Bicycle patrols would be welcomed. Neighbarhoodresidents are
pleased with the proximity of the neighbarhoodto the Main Poli ce Station and are happy with the
services rendered by law enforcement in the neighbarhood.

Il . KEY STRATEGIES

The following threekey strategies combine many of the recommendations from the various plan el ements
into integrated concepts for plan implementation. These strategies provide aframework for coordinated
adion, and away of padkaging individual recommendationsin away that is easier to grasp and visuali ze.

A. Design Review Standards

One of the most effedive ways to strengthen Old Nampa's identity, reinforceitsrole e a
residential neighbarhood,and set the stage for its future development will be to develop and
enforce design review standards that are cnsistent with the dharader of the neighbarhood.These
standards would idedly:

1. Guide and direct new commercial development in and around the neighbor hood:

Commercia development needsto occur in the mntext of the neighbarhoodand shoud
complement the historic nature of the district. Guidelines $roud be developed and implemented for
businessadivity within the neighbarhood. These guidelines sroud encourage the businessto integrate
into and utili ze the historic oppatunities provided by the neighbarhood. Storefronts shoud conform to
the surroundng buil dings in so much as they are in conformity to the vision d the neighbarhood.

B. Neighborhood Revitalization

Old Nampais a mature residential district in the seandlargest city in Idaho. As Nampa has grown, the
core of the dty has been l€eft, to an extent, to fend for itself. In order to prevent further deterioration and
blight, Old Nampa neals to be rejuvenated and seesome redevelopment. Not onagrand scde, bu ina
steady manner, over time. Thisinvestment will | ead to arich and varied historic neighbarhoodlocated
just blocks from the dty center. Thisinvestment would include:

1. Stred lighting to increase pubdic safety.

2. Investigation d and adion ontraffic concerns along both arterial andlocd streesin order to
cdmtrafficin a aedive and aestheticdly pleasing manner.

3. Adopion d an dficial NeighbarhoodAssociation recognition pdicy and establi shment of a
NeighbarhoodOmbudsman.

4. Public safety training programs coordinated with Old Nampa.

5. Establishment and suppat of a community tutoring/mentoring program in the neighbarhood.

6. Consider lowering the speed limit on arterials to encourage traffic to go aroundthe residential
core of the neighbarhood.

7. Participationin the relaunch of the Block Home program in Nampa, pcssbly as the pil ot
neighbarhood.
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C. Old Nampa: Growing Gracefully

Old Nampais a mature neighbarhoodwith grea potential and hstoric value. Whil e the neighbarhood tas
not recaeved the cae or attentionthat it deserves over the recant yeas, it has valuable charaderistics that
can often be veil ed to the caual observer. Harbored within the boundxries of the aea ae wonderful
older homes well and sturdily built i n an age when craftsmanship was frequently pradiced, denty of
maturely solid trees and greenery, and awedth of intangible asstsin its popdation. Theinfrastructure,
while it may bein need of sometending, isin placeto sustain and carry Old Nampa into Nampa's future.
Old Nampa may nat be ale to grow geographicdly, bu it can grow in ather ways. It can grow in
popuation,in identity, in value, andin perception. With proper planning and caretaking from informed
and dedicaed inhabitants and skill ed city personnel, Old Nampa can lead the way for planning and
community development in Nampa, Idaho. This planisone magjor step in taking that leadership role and
realying the neighbarhoodfor what lies aheal. Old Nampaisready to go. Old Nampaisrealy to start
growing gacdully.

There will be one vote per
membership.

Vacancies. Any vacancy occurring in the Board o Direaors may be fill ed by the
affirmative vote of a mgjority of the remaining direcors though na lessthan aquarum of
the Board of Diredors. A board member seleded in this manner may servein avalid
cgpadty only until the next annual meding, at which time an eledionwill be held to fill
the unexpired term of office

Nomination of Officersand Directors. A nominating committee onsisting of three(3)
members al be gpdnted by the Exeautive Committeefrom the general membershipin
January of eat yea and shall report to the Board of Directors by February 15" of eath
yea with names of personsin namination as officers and dredors.
